Triple Bypass (July 13) The legendary Triple Bypass is an epic bucket-list ride that stretches 118 miles,
with 10,800 feet of elevation gain over 3 mountain passes: Juniper, Loveland, and Vail. The ride includes full
support, stocked aid stations, and a finish party to celebrate.

Tour de Steamboat (July 13) The Tour de Steamboat is an annual bicycle event that brings together 1,200
cyclists for a one-day ride through beautiful Northwest Colorado. They host three different road ride routes—
